Alsace

BOAT TOUR OF STRASBOURG
LENGTH: 2.5 hours

We'll set off by coach for the Palais Rohan
to board a panoramic boat.

With your
guide, you will have the opportunity to dis-
cover this wonderful castle which has been
listed as a historic monument since 1874.

CLASSIC EXCURSIONS

ARLES
LENGTH: 2 hours

Our guided tour of Arles will take us past
such sites as the Roman Amphitheatre
(the "Arénes”), the Ancient Roman Theatre
and the Place St Trophime with its cloister
and church. These are part of the Arles
route, one of the three pilgrimage routes
leading to Santiago de Compostela. We
will continue our visit with the Place
du Forum and finally, the Thermae of
Constantine.

ARLES AND VISITTO ALOCAL
OLIVE OIL PRODUCER’S
LENGTH: 4 hours

We'll leave on foot for our guided tour of
Arles. For two thousand years, Arles has
maintained an outstanding architectural
heritage making it a genuine open-air mu-
seum. Our tour will take us past the Roman
Amphitheatre (the "Arenes”), the Ancient
Roman Theatre and the Place St Trophi-
me with its cloister and church.

This square has
always been the beating heart of the city
as revealed by the remains of the Roman
forum, still visible amidst the numerous
cafés and restaurants that have since
taken up its former social function. We'll
continue on to the Place du Palais for our
visit to the Papal Palace, the most impor-
tant monument in the city. The two parts
that make up the Palace were built by
Pope Benedict Xl and his successor Pope
Clement VI. Our visit will take you through
the staterooms where numerous ceremo-

nies and feasts took place, the chapels,
the Pope’s private apartments and the ter-
races which offer a wonderful panorama
on Avignon and the Rhoéne River.

BEAUJEU

LENGTH: 10.5 hours

We'll set out for Beaujeu, the former capi-
tal of the Beaujolais. The departure of the
Beaujolais Nouveaux wine from the Les
Sarmentelles International Festival is a
joyful, 30-year-old event. You'll be able to
join in on the action and discover the 12
appellations of Beaujolais while listening
to great music and admiring the fantastic
scenery and quaint architecture of the
tiny city. In the evening, we'll enjoy the fa-
mous “‘soirée prestige” in the center of it
all, where cabaret shows and dinner pre-
pared by the best chefs in the region await
you under outdoor tents. At midnight,
we'll set off on a torch-lit stroll to welco-
me Beaujolais Nouveau Day and watch a
fireworks show.

BEAUNE

LENGTH: 4 hours

As we travel through the outlying hills of
Beaune, we'll cross through several well-
known wine appellations: Pommard (once
appreciated by Henri IV and Louis XV), Pu-
ligny, Montrachet, and many others. When
we arrive in Beaune, welll first visit the
famous hospice, founded by Chancellor
Nicolas Rolin during the extreme poverty
and plague that hit the region in 1443. It re-
mained a working hospital overseen by the
Holy See up through the 20™ century, with
the daily activities run by nuns known as
Les Soeurs Hospitalieres. Now a museum,
it contains over 5000 objects, including a
dazzling polyptych altarpiece of The Last
Judgment by Rogier van der Weyden. The
hospice is also well known for their more
than 148 acres of vineyards, most of which
are located in prestigious appellation areas.
As anticipated, our tour will finish up with a
tasting of a selection of these wines.

CLUNY ABBEY

LENGTH: 3 hours

We'll leave by coach with our guide towar-
ds Cluny Abbey. Founded in 910 by William!
the Pious, this ancient Benedictine abbey
extended a widespread influence on all of
medieval Europe. Its church was the largest
in all of West Christianity until the construc-
tion of Saint Peter's basilica in Rome. In
1798, the abbey was sold as a national asset
and thus dismantled, while its church was
almost completely destroyed. Today, you
can still admire their vestiges which bear
witness to the past splendour of Cluny.

FOLLOWING THE FOOTSTEPS
OF VAN GOGH IN ARLES
LENGTH: 2 hours

We'll leave on foot for a guided tour of
Arles following the footsteps of Vincent
Van Gogh. Arles is an ancient Roman city
whose ruins are second only to Rome
and include the Antique Theater, Amphi-
theater, Thermes of Constantine, and the
Alyscamps. Arles is also an important stop
along the Way of St. James. Vincent Van
Gogh came to Arles to escape the gray
winter in Paris and the indifference he felt
within the artistic milieu there. He arrived
in Arles on February 20, 1888, and imme-
diately began to produce his most prolific
number of works in his career: more than
300 paintings and drawings within an
18-month period. Van Gogh crisscrossed
the city and its surroundings to paint the
landscapes, people, and scenes as he in-
terpreted them. Everything around him
served as inspiration for his canvases. Our
tour will retrace his steps to the different
sites where he set up his easel, such as the
Place du Forum, the Quai du Rhéne, and
Place Lamartine. Panels at each stop com-
pare his painting and the actual scene as
it appears today. After some free time on
your own, we'll return to the ship.

We will pass through charming little wine-
growing Vvillages before reaching Roma-
neche-Thorins for a visit to the "Hameau
Duboeuf’, a uniqgue museum in Europe
containing a collection of old and rare
objects from over 2000 years of wine-
growing history. We'll learn about the current
wine-making and vine-growing processes
when visiting the wine storehouse where
the wines are left to age in oak barrels. In the
midst of the Beaujolais vineyards, we will dis-
cover the skills of the winemakers through
exhibitions, automated puppet theaters and
3-D films. Afterwards, immerse yourself in
fine aromas and delightful scents during
a walk through the surprising gardens of
“Oenoparc’, a true haven for wine-lovers
spread out on 30,000 m? and 25 exhibition
halls. Before leaving the “Hameau Duboeuf”,
we will, of course, enjoy a tasting* of some of
the region’s wines.

Carved out in limestone, the Ver-
cors Regional Nature Park extends over
186,000 ha between the Isere Valley to the
north and the Diois to the south. Water has
shaped deep gorges in the cliffs, majestic
cirques, caves and chasms among the most
famous in Europe. Wooded plateaux and
valleys shaped by agriculture are home to
a remarkable fauna and flora. We'll stop at
the cellars of Die Jaillance to discover a true
love story between man and the vine and
enjoy a wine-tasting* session. Afterwards,
we will continue by coach for a panoramic
view of the Rousset Pass located in the heart
of the Vercors and reaching an altitude of
over 1400 m. The belvedere culminates
at a height of 1,245 m and from this point
of view the scenery is outstanding: arid es-
carpments and a road with hairpin bends
down the hill, which accentuates the overall
impression of depth. We'll move on towards
Vassieux-en-Vercors, La Chapelle-en-Ver-
cors and Pont-en-Royans where you'll get
to see the suspended houses, whose da-
ring architecture dates as far back as the
perched village itself, built in the 15" century.
Last, welll drive through Romans-sur-lsere
well known for its shoe industry.

We'll stop at the Chateau Museum
where we'll get the opportunity to disco-
ver the permanent collection tracing the
history of navigation on the Rhéne River.
This imposing castle was built on a high
granite rock overlooking the town and was
the domain of the barony of the Counts of
Tournon. At the foot of the castle, enjoy a
pleasant walk along the streets and alleys
of the historic centre which will take you
back to the Middle Ages. Our visit will end
with a tasting* of regional products and
wines. We'll return to the ship on foot.

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VIENNE

LENGTH: 2 hours

Our guided walking tour of Vienne will
allow us to discover a Roman city rich
in vestiges. The history of Vienne goes
back more than 2,000 years. The city is
indivisible from the Rhéne River and the
surrounding hills. The Allobrogi people
are thought to have made it their capital,
but it was in the Roman era that the city
began to prosper on both banks. You will
see the Antique Theatre; built roughly
between 40 and 50 AD, it is considered
one of the largest in the Roman Empire,
with its 130m-diameter and 13,000-spec-
tator capacity. Restored in 1938, it was
returned to its original function and is
now a venue for artistic events. The tour
will continue with the Temple of Augus-
tus and Livia (exteriors only). This temple
dedicated to Rome and Augustus stood
in a sacred area on the forum and has
carried this name since the end of the 18"
century. Its construction began about 20-
10 BC; it was later transformed at the be-
ginning of the Middle Ages into a church,
and was finally restored in the second
half of the 19" century thanks to the in-
tervention of Prosper Mérimée. Finally, to
complete the tour, you will see the Cathe-
dral of St Maurice (exteriors only), which
has been listed as a historic monument
since 1840.

VIVIERS

LENGTH: 2 hours

WEe'll leave on foot for our guided tour of
Viviers. The third largest protected sector
in the Rhoéne Alpes region and residence
of bishops since the 5" century, Viviers,
a small town with a population of 3,500
is like an open-air museum where eve-
ry stone contains a page of history. You
will be able to admire France's smallest
Cathedral in this sumptuous medieval
town. Among other things you will see the
House of Knights with its superb Renais-
sance fagade, the Tower of St Michael, the
great seminary and the Belvedere with an
unobstructed view of Viviers at night.

THE ALSATIAN WINE ROUTE
LENGTH: 9 hours

We'll leave by coach from Breisach with
our tour guide to visit the charming village
of Eguisheim. Enjoy a stroll around the an-
cient city walls and discover the village's
quaint streets full of lovely, colorful halftim-
bered homes. Keep an eye out for the stork
nests propped high on homes and belfries.
Afterwards, we'll travel by coach to a far-
mhouse inn for a traditional local lunch. Eve-
rything during the meal is made with fresh
farm produce: pot pies, smoked meats, old-
fashioned potatoes, Munster cheese, and
huckleberry pie. We'll spend the afternoon
traveling along the Alsatian Wine Route. You
will see a myriad of wellknown places, inclu-
ding Albert Schweitzer's birthplace, Kaysers-
berg; Bergheim, known for its witch trials; Ri-
beauville, the City of Fiddlers; and Riguewihr,
in the heart of the vineyards. We'll stop at a
wine cellar on the Wine Route to taste* the
famous white wines of Alsace. After our tour,
we'll return on board the ship in Breisach.

ELBE SANDSTONE MOUNTAINS
LENGTH: 4 hours

We'll leave by coach for the Elbe Sandstone
Mountains, a national park consisting of
a mountain range straddling the border
between the state of Saxony in Southeas-
tern Germany and the North Bohemian
region of the Czech Republic. The river
Elbe runs through the mountain range in
a steep and narrow valley, and the hills are
dotted with chateaux such as the Kénigstein
Fortress and Hohnstein Castle. We'll visit the
Konigstein Fortress, built in the 13" century.
During the 20™ century, it was used as a pri-
son, and, after the wars, as a re-education
camp for delinquent youths who did not fit
the image of a socialist society. The location
offers magnificent views of the Elbe River
and the surrounding mountain ranges.

FRANKFURT

LENGTH: 3 hours

Our excursion to Frankfurt will begin with a
panoramic tour of the city by coach. Frank-
furt am Main is a dynamic and international
city with Germany’s most imposing skyline.
Under the skyscrapers, you'll find cozy
pubs, and at the heart of the bustling city
centre, you'll find sites full of history. Frank-
furt also has an unrivalled museum scene



featuring masterpieces spanning nine
centuries of European art. We'll leave the
coach behind to visit the city on foot. After
passing in front of the dominant Frankfurt
Cathedral, we'll discover the old town and
the Rémerberg, seat of the city’s govern-
ment since the 15" century. After the tour,
take advantage of some free time.

GIETHOORN
LENGTH: 4 hours

We'll leave by coach to reach Giethoorn, a
charming lakeside town. Our trip will take
us on a one-hour boat ride along the ca-
nals for an original discovery of this typical
village. You'll be enchanted by the beauti-
ful scenery of this town by the water and
the welcoming spirit that suffuses the air.
Before heading back to Lemmer, you will
have some free time to wander about the
humpback bridges or small footbridges
spanning the canals.

GREIFSWALD
LENGTH: 4.25 hours

We'll set out by coach for a tour on foot
of Greifswald. We will discover this lovely
Hanseatic town with its renovated Brick
Gothic style buildings typical of Northern
Germany. Our walk along the ramparts
surrounding the centre will take us past
the city's imposing churches as well as the
Town Hall. The most romantic spot in the
city is without a doubt the inner courtyard
of St Spiritus hospice, which today houses
a Socio-Cultural Centre. After the tour, take
advantage of some free time.

HAARLEM
LENGTH: 4 hours

We'll leave by coach with our guides for
Haarlem. Known as the “City of Flowers”,
Haarlem has for centuries been the main
production and export centre for tulip
bulbs. This charming town has been an
inspiration for generations of painters
throughout the centuries. We'll discover
the Amsterdamse Poort (Amsterdam
Gate) built in 1400, the Grote Markt (Main
Square), the Corrie Ten Boom House and
the impressive Gothic Cathedral of St Bavo
dating from the 14" and 15" centuries.

HAMBURG
LENGTH: 4 hours

Welll set off by coach to visit Hamburg,
viewed as one of Germany’s prettiest towns.
This Hanseatic town has preserved a rich
heritage through the centuries. We'll start
with a panoramic tour of the city by coach.
Wel'll be able to admire the town's main at-
tractions, such as the city centre with the
Monckerberstrasse, the Rathaus (Town
Hall) located at the market square, the Stock
Exchange, and St. Michael's Church. We'll
move on to the historic centre, one of the
oldest districts in Hamburg, where we'll see
the Alster, a large lake located right amidst
the city and the imposing 1897 Neo-Renais-
sance style Town Hall. We'll then move on
to the 10-story Chilehaus which stands as an
emblem of expressionist architecture with
its Eastern facade resembling a ship's bow,
and to Deichstrasse, an old shopping street
with trading posts and houses dating from
the 17" and 19" centuries. We'll return to the
boat by coach.

HANOVER
LENGTH: 5 hours

We'll leave by coach with our guides to
discover the capital of the Land of Lower

Saxony. We'll pass alongside the famous
barogue Gardens of Herrenhauser before
heading for the 18" century New City Hall,
where our guides will explain Hanover's
history. We'll continue with a panoramic
tour to see the main sights such as Niki de
Saint Phalle’s “Nana” statues on the banks
of the Leine, the Maschsee artificial lake, the
Opera House, the Grand Theatre, the ruins
of the Aegidien Church, and many more.
We'll stop for a stroll through the Old Town
to see the Market Church and its curiosities,
the 15" century Old City Hall and Leibniz's
House. Enjoy some free time around the
central station area and the modern city
centre before returning to the boat.

HEIDELBERG AND ITS CASTLE
LENGTH: 4.5 hours

We'll leave by coach for Heidelberg. Welll
begin with a visit to the outside of Heidel-
berg Castle, where you'll be able to see the
Renaissance ruins and parts of its restora-
tion. Don't miss seeing the Heidelberg Tun.
Built in 1751 by Prince Elector Karl Theodor,
it housed the wine paid as taxes by the
wine growers in the region. Legend has
it that the permanently intoxicated court
jester who guarded the cask, Perkeo, died
after mistakenly drinking a simple glass of
water. From either the Great Terrace or the
gardens, enjoy an amazing view over Hei-
delberg, the Neckar River, and the valley. En-
joy a stroll through the castle gardens, once
considered a masterpiece of their time. We'll
then head for the Neckarmunzplatz, on the
banks of the Neckar River, and continue with
a guided tour of the old town. We'll pass by
the Church of the Holy Spirit, the most fa-
mous church in Heidelberg, whose steeple
dominates the town. After the tour, take ad-
vantage of some free time.

HEIDELBERG AND ITS CASTLE
LENGTH: 3 hours

WEell leave on foot for a guided tour of Hei-
delberg and its legendary castle. We'll take
the recently renovated funicular railway
from the Old Town area, getting our first
glimpses of the impressive palace up
close. Once above, we'll be able to take in
the breathtaking views across the hills and
valleys that surround the Neckar River. Al-
though the castle is in ruins, we can still per-
ceive its prestigious past. The walls, towers,
and bunkers served as its defense, and
the interior courts show off extravagant
palace decor and exceptional sculptures.
While the Hortus Palatinus garden seems
like something straight out of a fairytale,
the Heidelberg Tun has been referenced
in great works by Jules Verne, Washington
Irving, and Mark Twain. We'll return to the
Old Town the same way we went up. Enjoy
some time in the city itself and soak up the
atmosphere by meandering through lanes.
The university is the oldest, and still the
most prestigious, in Germany. By the end
of our excursion, you'll understand why this
lovely city has inspired many the painter
and poet by its beauty.

ISLAND OF RUGEN

LENGTH: 4 hours

We'll set out by coach with our guides to
discover the biggest island in Germany.
This tour will give us a good idea of the
diversity of its landscapes. Rugen was the
most famous holiday resort in Germany up
until World War Il. In 1936, a bridge was built
connecting Rugen and the mainland. This
ideal vacation spot in former GDR saw an
emphasis on investment for new infrastruc-
tures after the reunification of the country.
WEe'll go through Putbus, first seaside resort

opened in 1816, then the island’s main city,
Bergen. We'll reach the Jasmund National
Park with its famous chalk cliffs towering
at 100 m above the sea. Finally, we'll have
some free time in the seaside resort of Binz
to wander along this beautiful beach be-
fore returning to the boat.

WEe'll leave by coach with our guides for
the island of Usedom, known as a trendy
location after bathing in the sea came into
fashion. In Usedom - also known as the
“Sun lIsland” - you'll be delighted by the
beautiful beaches and charming seaside
architecture. We'll discover the Ahlbeck
and Heringsdorf seaside resorts, nickna-
med “Kaiserbad” or the “Emperor’s baths”.

LENGTH: 4.5 hours

We'll leave by coach with our hostess for
the Keukenhof floral gardens extending on
32 hectares (79 acres). You'll be able to stroll
freely inside this beautiful park among the
enchanting colours and fragrances of the
many tulips, narcissus, daffodils and other
ornamental bulbs, all the way to the orchid
pavilion and the Japanese country garden.
Do not miss the breathtaking view of the
tulip fields from the top of an 1892 windmill
at the back of the gardens! In the 15" centu-
ry, the garden as we know it today was no-
thing but hunting grounds where aromatic
herbs were grown for the kitchens of the
castle belonging to Jacqueline, Countess of
Hainaut, hence its current name, “Keuken-
hof” - *kitchen garden” in English.

Located in an idyllic setting, this 13"
century fortress—entirely renovated in the
18" century—was the Habsburg's hunting
lodge. In addition to its sumptuously de-
corated apartments, the castle is home
to an impressive collection of medieval
weapons and armor that once belonged
to Archduke Franz Ferdinand of Austria.
The castle was his last abode prior to his
assassination in Sarajevo in 1914.

LITOMERICE

LENGTH: 4 hours

We'll leave for a guided tour of the royal
city of Litomerice located at the confluence
of the Elbe and Ohre and one of the most
beautiful cities in the Czech Republic. We'll
admire the colourful Gothic, Barogue and
Renaissance buildings bordered to a great
extent by well-preserved Gothic fortifica-
tions. You'll be enchanted by the rare ar-
chitecture of the Saxon Renaissance Town
Hall, the Chalice House with a roof terrace
and the Black Eagle House, which has pre-
served its original appearance with won-
derful graffiti work. We'll enjoy a beer tas-
ting* before returning to the boat by coach.

LUBECK

LENGTH: 5 hours

Guided tour of Lubeck. Known as the
“Queen of the Hanseatic League,” Lubeck
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was founded in 1143 by Adolf II, Count of
Schauenburg and Holstein. UNESCO lists
the city as a World Heritage Site because
of its aristocratic homes and numerous
red-brick Gothic monuments. Founded on
the banks of the Trave River, the historic
center is home to a unique collection of
monuments from different eras —namely
the Gothic, Renaissance, Baroque, and
Classical periods. We'll discover the Holsten
Gate leading to the old city center, Lubeck’s
most well-known landmark and a symbol
of the power once possessed by this for-
mer Hanseatic city; St. Mary’s Church, an
absolute Gothic gem; and the castle mo-
nastery. We'll wrap up our excursion by
visiting a tea room where we'll enjoy some
delicious marzipan, a local specialty.

LUDWIGSBURG

RESIDENTIAL PALACE

LENGTH: 3 hours

The Ludwigsburg Residential Palace has
been nicknamed the “Versailles of Swa-
bia,” and as soon as you see it, you'll un-
derstand why. The complex contains 452
rooms spread across 18 buildings and is
the largest palatial estate in Germany. Our
tour will take you through the castle’s ex-
traordinary interiors with architecture and
decor spanning four centuries.

LUNEBURG
LENGTH: 4 hours

We'll set off by coach for a guided tour of
LUneburg, undoubtedly one of the best pre-
served Hanseatic towns. In the Middle-Ages,
it was one of the richest towns in Germany
thanks to its salt deposits. From this prospe-
rous time, the old town has preserved all its
traditional architecture. We'll have the oppor-
tunity to admire the “Old Crane” (Alter Kran,
from the 14" century) in the harbour area.
Then, we'll discover the Town Hall whose
construction was spread out between
the 13" and 18" centuries. We'll admire the
gothic-style Princes’ Hall (Furstensaal), the
Court Hall (Gerichtslaube) with a barrel vault
dating from the 14 century, and the great
meeting room, a Renaissance masterpiece
decorated with frescoes from the 16" centu-
ry and entirely panelled in wood.

LENGTH: 4.5 hours

Wel'll leave from Remich for Luxembourg
by coach. Luxembourg is a real mix of
styles and cultures. We'll set out on a
guided tour on foot to get a closer look at
some of the sites, including the Place des
Armes, Place de la Constitution, capital buil-
dings, Corniche, old city, Grand Ducal Pa-
lace (exterion), and Place Guillaume II. After
our tour, we'll enjoy some free time in the
city before we return to the ship in Remich.

WINERIES IN REMICH

set out on a guided tour on foot to get a clo-
ser look at some of the sites, including the
Place des Armes, Place de la Constitution,
capital buildings, Corniche, old city, Grand
Ducal Palace (exterion), and Place Guillaume
II. After our tour, we'll return to Remich. We'll
visit @ winery and enjoy a tasting* You'll dis-
cover the secrets to wine making while strol-
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ling through underground passages that
seem to go on for miles. After our excursion,
we'll return on board our ship.

LENGTH: 5 hours

We'll leave by coach to visit Magdeburg,
which was once the cradle of the German
nation.

The town is located
on Saxony-Anhalt's “Roman Road” in the
heart of Germany and is proud of its other
sacred monuments such as the Magdale-
nekapelle, St. Peter's Church, Wallonerkirche,
the Monastery of Our Lady, and St. John's
Church. We'll continue with a panoramic
tour taking us to the green Citadel of Mag-
deburg and the marketplace with a magni-
ficent replica of the Magdeburg Horseman
as well as the Town Hall and its bronze door.

There’s so much to admire and discover
in Mainau, one of the most famous tou-
rist spots in Germany: park and gardens,
nature and botany using all your senses.
We'll have lunch on the island. Afterwards,
we'll visit the Rhine Falls. The Rhine Falls
are among the most spectacular sites to
visit in Switzerland. You'll also discover
the Laufen Castle and its impressive view
overlooking the rumbling falls.

MAINZ AND THE

GUTENBERG MUSEUM
LENGTH: 2.5 hours

Wel'll set off on foot for a guided tour of
Mainz. We'll get to enter the magnificent
cathedral whose construction began in
975 and which has left a deep mark on the
history of the town. Then, we'll wander up
and down the picturesque streets of the
old town. Finally, we'll visit the Gutenberg
Museum (closed on Mondays), the world’s
finest museum for printing equipment,
materials and books. Born in Mainz around
1400, Johannes Gensfleisch Gutenberg him-
self prepared the copy of the Bible referred
to as “the 42-line Bible” which was published
in 1455 - the oldest printed book in the world.

MAULBRONN MONASTERY
LENGTH: 4 hours

The Maulbronn Monastery complex, foun-
ded in the 12" century by Cistercian monks,
is one of the best-preserved in Europe. The
Romanesque church and Gothic cloister
are surrounded by medieval walls and
towers, making it a popular historic land-
mark for visitors from across the world.

MEISSEN

LENGTH: 4 hours

We'll leave for a guided tour of Meissen, fa-
mous for its porcelain based on extensive
local deposits of both china and potter's
clay. Meissen is sometimes known as the
“cradle of Saxony”. Its historical district is
located mostly around the market square
at the foot of the castle hill, and contains
many Renaissance-style buildings. In one

of the window openings of Frauenkirche's
tower, you can see the world’s first carillon
made of Meissen porcelain, manufactured
in 1929 on the occasion of the town's
1000-year jubilee. Afterwards, we'll visit
the porcelain factory. In the museum, we'll
take an enticing journey through more
than 300 years of porcelain history.

MEYER WERFT SHIPYARD
LENGTH: 2 hours

We'll leave by coach for the Meyer Werft
Shipyard. Founded in 1975, the shipyard
has been owned and managed by the
Meyer family for six generations. The first
ships that were built there were small
wooden vessels. Less than a hundred
years later, the first iron ship was launched
notwithstanding the other manufacturers
mocking the idea, thinking that iron could
not float. Meyer Werft gained internatio-
nal recognition through the construction
of roll on/roll off ferries, passenger ferries,
gasoline tankers, container ships, livestock
ferries and most recently luxury cruise
ships. Due to its upstream location on the
river Ems, the giant ships to be delivered
have to make a 36km voyage to the Dollart.

NELAHOZEVES CASTLE,
BIRTH HOUSE OF

ANTONIN DVORAK

LENGTH: 4 hours

Join us for a tour of Nelahozeves Castle,
the birth house of Antonin Dvorak. We'll
visit one of the most beautiful Renaissance
castles in Bohemia that was home to 23
different Bohemian queens and princesses.
The castle walls are elaborately adorned
with Italian-style stucco and wall paintings
depicting scenes from the Old Testament
and Greek mythology. It is also home to
a rich, private collection of furniture and
paintings—including works by Rubens, Ve-
lazquez, and many others—all belonging
to the Lobkowicz family, the oldest and
most eminent Bohemian noble family. We'll
discover the luxurious lifestyle of the Bohe-
mian nobility during the Barogue period. At
the end of our tour, you'll enjoy tasting a se-
lection of wines from the castle’s vineyard.
Nelahozeves is the birthplace of Antonin
Dvorak. During our visit to the house in
which he was born, we'll discover the life
and works of one of the greatest compo-
sers of the 19" century, the man who com-
posed the famous “New World Symphony.”

NIENBURG
LENGTH: 4 hours

You'll be transferred by coach to downtown
Nienburg for a visit of the city on your own.
Nienburg is famous for the cultivation of
asparagus and its bear-claw shaped cakes.
You'll get to discover some of the town's
monuments such as the Town Hall from
Weser Renaissance, St Martin Church, the
Kleine Nienburgerin (the bronze statue of
a young child from a beloved folk song)
and the former Post Office which ensured
communication between the Kingdoms of
Hanover and England.

POTSDAM AND

THE SANSSOUCI GARDENS
LENGTH: 4 hours

We'll leave by coach with our guides to
discover the history of Prussia and its illus-
trious monarchs. In Potsdam, we'll begin
with a stroll through the gardens of the
Sanssouci Palace, built between 1745 and
1747 for Frederick Il. We'll get back on our
coach and take a spin around the Sanssou-
ci Park to admire its fabulous structures
before heading to Cecilienhof Palace, built



between 1914 and 1917 for Crown Prince
William and his wife, Cecilie von Mecklen-
burg-Schwerin. The castle is best known
for hosting the Potsdam Conference in
1945, attended by the Allies to seal the
fate of the defeated nations. After our visit,
we'll head back to downtown Potsdam for
some free time in the Dutch district before
returning to the ship by coach.

PRAGUE: CASTLE DISTRICT
LENGTH: 3 hours

We'll leave on a guided tour of the Hrad-
cany, or Castle District, in Prague. Prague
Castle is the most significant tourist attrac-
tion, offering to visitors great views over the
whole city. Founded around 880 AD, it is
the official residence of the President of the
Czech Republic, and was a seat of power
for kings of Bohemia, Holy Roman empe-
rors, and presidents of Czechoslovakia. The
Prague Castle complex covers over 7 ha
and has three great courtyards. Destruc-
tive wars and fires, along with differing po-
litical forces, have resulted in an intriguing
mix of palaces, churches, great halls, state
apartments, a monastery, viewing towers,
fortifications, museums and art galleries.
You'll get to discover, among other sights,
St. Vitus Cathedral, the Old Royal Palace
with its Vladislav Hall, St. George's Basilica
and the famous Golden Lane.

PRAGUE: OLD TOWN
LENGTH: 3 hours

Located in the North-West of the country
on the Vlatva River, Prague is the capital
and largest city of the Czech Republic
as well as the historical capital of Bohe-
mia. Wel'll leave for a guided walking tour
around the old town, starting with the OId
Town Square with gothic and barogue ar-
chitectural styles as seen on the fagcades
of the Kinsky Palace, the Gothic Church of
Our Lady before Tyn and the Baroque St.
Nicholas Church. We'll also see the Munici-
pal House, the city’s foremost Art Nouveau
building and one of the finest in Europe, as
well as the Powder Gate, one of the original
13 entrances to Prague’s Old Town.

REMICH
LENGTH: 2 hours

You'll be transferred by coach to the Caves
St. Martin in Remich. Seven pioneering men
of the region recognized the magic of the
huge calcareous rock downstream from
Remich. They cultivated the first vineyards
of the region now infamous for its sparkling
wines. In 1919, in the aftermath of World
War |, they set up the Caves St. Martin. We'll
set out by coach for the caves where you'll
discover the secrets to wine making while
strolling through the underground pas-
sages that seem to go on for miles. Welll
take part in a wine tasting* as well. After our
tour, we'll go to the historical centre of Re-
mich, where you can enjoy some free time
on your own. Also called the “Pearl of the
Moselle”, this charming city is surrounded
by an outstanding panorama of vineyards
and forests. Take a stroll along the several
miles of promenade in the shade of the
trees along the Moselle or sit back on a
cozy terrace for some more wine. After our
tour, we'll return to the ship on foot.

In case the original winery isn’t available, we’ll
visit an other one.

RUDESHEIM
LENGTH: 2.5 hours

Wel'll start our visit with a tour and com-
mentary of the Rudesheim vineyards by
tourist train. We'll learn about the history of

winemaking in the region as we enjoy the
breathtaking view of Rudesheim and the
Rhine. Our train will then stop right before
the historical Bassenheimer Hof cellar, a
seigneurial residence from the 16" century,
where a winemaker from the Storzel family
cellar will guide you through a tasting* of
three different wines, from the driest to
the sweetest. Our visit will continue on to
the Museum of Mechanical Musical Instru-
ments. The “Siegfrieds Mechanisches Mu-
sikkabinett” is the first German museum de-
dicated to self-playing musical instruments.
It features an impressive collection of no
less than 350 mechanical musical instru-
ments dating from the 18" to the 20" cen-
turies spread out on more than 4,000ft2
Afterwards, enjoy some free time to stroll
through the streets of Rudesheim ambling
down the famous Drosselgasse, before ma-
king your own way back to the boat.

The Austro-Hungarian old
town, with its baroque buildings, grew up
around the ancient fortifications. We'll get
the chance to visit the Episcopal Church
as well as an orthodox church before we
continue up the main street to Freedom
Square where we'll find the Town Hall, dating
from 1895. The coach will be waiting for you
near Freedom square to finish the visit with
a panoramic tour up the main boulevards
leading to the boat. Our coach will continue
to the little village of Sremski Karlovci where
welll visit the Cathedral of St Nicholas, built
in typical barogue style in 1758, and the
first ever secondary school of Serbia dating
from the end of the 18" century which has a
library housing around 18,000 books. We'll
take time to admire one of the most well-
known of the town's monuments, the Four
Lions Fountain, built in 1799 to celebrate
the town'’s first ever waterworks. Return on
board in Novi Sad.

OSLJEK

LENGTH: 2 hours

Welll start off our guided tour with Osijek,
located in the East of the historical Croatian
region of Slavonia.

After the
city was almost completely destroyed, the
Turks rebuilt it in Ottoman oriental style in 1526
and stayed there for over 160 years, Osijek be-
coming the capital of Ottoman Slavonia. Fol-
lowing the Battle of Mohdcs in 1687, the town
was liberated by the Habsburg Monarchy. The
Austrians built a citadel over the demolished
Turkish town. Our tour will take us to the upper
town to see the Co-cathedral of St. Peter and
St. Paul. This imposing red brick church do-
minated by its 90m spire was built under the
impetus of Bishop Strossmavyer, a native of Osi-
jek. We'llthen move on'to the Old Town, where
welll visit the Habsburg star fort, built between
1712 and 1721 by architect Maximillian Gosseau
de Henef. Afterwards, we'll walk up to the main
square with its Holy Trinity monument.

the Catholic Church with its multi-colored
stained-glass windows and more. We'll
end our visit with a tasting of a local pastry
and wine* We'll have some free time to go
shopping before our coach takes us back
to the ship.

Its first genre,
la tond, was forged in the geographical
triangle formed by Triana, Jerez and Cadiz.
Only later did the hand-clapping (palmas),
the dancing (el baile) and the guitar (to-
que) appear. Dancing and guitar can now
often be found alone, although vocals are
still considered at the heart of the tradi-
tion. More recently, instruments such as
the cajon (@ percussion instrument from
Peru), the palillos (castanets), and the bass

guitar were added. Immerse yourself in
the most famous Spanish tradition, this
mixture of vocals, guitar and dance in
which Arab, Oriental and Gypsy influences
mingle. Return to the boat.

GRANADA (FULL DAY)

LENGTH: 14.5 hours

We'll leave by coach for Granada. Located
at the foot of the Sierra Nevada and at the
confluence of three rivers, Granada was
the capital of the last Islamic kingdom in
the Iberian Peninsula. We'll start off at the
Alhambra, literally “the red”, reflecting the
colour of the walls at sunset. It is one of the
major monuments of Islamic architecture
and the most majestic mediaeval fortress
in the Mediterranean. Along with the Great
Mosque of Cordoba, it is the most impres-
sive evidence of the Islamic presence in
Spain from the 8" to the 15" centuries.
The tour continues with a visit to the Ge-
neralife, and its marvelous 14" century
gardens, where water was harnessed to
refresh every courtyard and garden. We'll
enjoy lunch at a restaurant downtown. In
the afternoon, you'll be able to enjoy the
delights of Granada at your own pace.

THE ILES SANGUINAIRES
LENGTH: 4 hours

We'll leave by coach for a panoramic tour
of Ajaccio, Corsica’s main commercial and
cultural hub.

We'll set off from the port of Haifa and tra-
vel through the Judea Mountains and the
entrance to the valley which was besieged
during the 1948 War of Independence. In
Jerusalem, you will visit the Mount of Olives
and the Church of Gethsemane, where Jesus
Christ was betrayed by Judas Iscariot and
captured by the Romans.

MASADA AND THE DEAD SEA

Masada is one of Israel's most popular tourist
destinations.

When Israel began its great re-
volt against Rome in 68 AD, the site became
a stronghold for Jewish rebels. The Romans
besieged Masada in the year 72.

MEDIEVAL BYZANTINE
CASTLE OF LIMASSOL

and has been restored and destroyed many
times during the history of Cyprus.

You can wander through
the historic centre, along the pedestrianised
shopping streets, the Turkish zone which has
had some major renovation work and the
castle which is now surrounded by a pedes-
trian area.

Its charm lies in its lovely alleys and
typical houses from the 18" century. We'll
get to taste local products during our visit.

CLASSIC EXCURSIONS

BERAT AND APOLLONIA
LENGTH: 10 hours (4.5-hour transfer)

Berat is one of the highlights when visi-
ting Albania, whose most striking feature
is the white houses climbing up the hill to
its castle. The centre of Berat is listed as a
UNESCO World Heritage Site and contains
rare examples of Ottoman-style architec-
ture. The old quarter contains lovely en-
sembles of whitewashed walls, tiled roofs
and cobblestone roads. We'll enjoy lunch
during our excursion and then continue
on to the largest archaeological site in Al-
bania: Apollonia. Apollonia was founded in
588 BC by Greek colonists from Corfu and
Corinth. The city flourished during Roman
rule and was home to a renowned school
of philosophy. Julius Caesar rewarded
Apollonia with the status of “free city” for
supporting him during the Great Roman
Civil War. The future Emperor Augustus
completed his studies here.

CRUISE REF. DCA_PP / DCA_RANPP.

BUTRINT

LENGTH: 4 hours (1.70-hour transfer)

For this excursion, we'll leave Saranda and
head inland, crossing the Bistricé River and
the vast Vrina Plain before arriving at the
saltlagoon known as Lake Butrint. We'll visit
the UNESCO World Heritage site of Butrint,
once part of the Greek and Roman colo-
nies. Inhabited since prehistoric times, the
city experienced a great period of prospe-
rity under Byzantine rule. The first modern
archaeological excavations began in 1928
when Benito Mussolini sent an expedition
to extend ltalian dominance into the area.
The excavations, which continued through
1943, uncovered the Hellenistic and Roman
part of the ancient city including the “Lion
Gate” and the “Scaean Gate”. The major ruin
from the paleo-Christian era is the baptiste-
ry, an ancient Roman monument adapted
to the cultural needs of Christianity.

CORFU AND ACHILLEION
LENGTH: 3.5 hours

We'll depart by coach with our guides to
visit the sights of the island of Corfu. First
of all you will visit the Achilleion Palace, built

between 1889 and 1891 following the or-
ders of Empress Elisabeth (better known as
“Sissi”) in honor of her favorite Greek hero,
Achilles. The visit will continue by coach
through the Kanoni peninsula, an extraor-
dinarily beautiful site. You will be able to
admire an unforgettable view where all the
shades of blue and green mingle, in the
sky, the sea and the nature of Corfu. Off
the coast of Kanoni is an island on which
stands the Vlacherna monastery and the
famous Pontikonissi Island (Mouse Island),
with the Church of Pantokrator. The visit will
end with a walking tour down the winding
streets in the island's capital, Corfu City,
whose Old Town developed in a confined
space, between two fortresses and encir-
cled by ramparts. You will visit St Spyridon
church, the city's most famous monument
built at the end of the 16" century and
whose interior will stun you with the splen-
dor of its Byzantine icons.

DUBROVNIK

LENGTH: 3.75 hours

We'll visit the Dominican Friary, its lovely
Gothic cloister, and its extraordinary mu-
seum of religious art - with several va-
luable paintings, including a triptych by
Nikola Bozidarevic depicting Dubrovnik
before the great earthquake of 1667. We'll
then see the Rector's Palace, once the
seat of the government and now a mu-
seum housing furniture, portraits, coats
of arms, paintings, coins, and the original
keys to the city gates. We'll also visit the
cathedral which keeps in its core gold and
silver reliquaries as well as paintings from
Titian's workshop, before moving on to the
Onofrio Fountains and Sponza Palace, a
superb Gothic-Renaissance structure.

CRUISE REF. DCA_PP / DCA_RANPP.

GJIROKASTER

LENGTH: 5 hours (3-hour transfer)

Join us for an excursion to Gjirokastér, one
of the most beautiful sites in Albania. Its
castle, which is undoubtedly one of the
most magnificent structures in Gjirokastér,
sits on a rocky bluff with the city stretching
out around it. This “City of Stone” is also
comprised of hundreds of Ottoman-style

tower homes with distinctive stone roofs,
wooden balconies, and whitewashed stone
walls. We'll visit the castle and the National
Museum of Armaments located inside,
which houses various arms from the neo-
lithic period to World War II. We'll also enjoy
a tasting of some local products.

STARI BAR

LENGTH: 3 hours

Stari Bar, meaning “Old Bar," is located a
few miles from the newer city of Bar at the
foot of Mount Rumija. Although Stari Bar
was abandoned after the 1979 earthquake
because the aqueduct that supplied water
to the town was damaged, it was restored
some years later and the population be-
gan to return. The walls along Stari Bar
contain some fascinating ruins, including
the foundations of St. George Cathedral,
the Church of St. John, and the Church of
St. Verenada. Enjoy some free time to stroll
about the town on your own.

TIRANA

LENGTH: 5 hours (3-hour transfer)

Wel'll hit the road for Tirana. We'll first vi-
sit the National History Museum, which
takes you chronologically from ancient
lllyria to the post-communist era. After our
visit, we'll set out on foot for Skanderbeg
Square, the city centre surrounded by
important government buildings, as well
as the historic Ethem Bey Mosque (the
mosque is currently closed for renova-
tions; the initial visit to this site will be
replaced by a tour of the Blloku area).
Once the area where the communist elite
resided, it is now an upscale location for di-
ning, shopping, and entertainment. Blloku
is also well-known for its colorful, some-
times garish facades that contrast with
the gray Soviet-era buildings.

At the heart of this site stands the
colossal Precinct of Amun-Re, enclosing a
sacred lake that was used by priests in a
purification ceremony before performing
rituals in the temple. An important place
of worship, it contains the Great Hypostyle
Hall, @ spectacular forest of gigantic co-
lumns. This historically significant com-
plex is breathtakingly beautiful.

Summers (October to April)
are hot during the day with thunderstorms
in the afternoon or evening, and nights are
cool.In the Kasane, Lake Kariba and Victoria
Falls areas, the climate is semi-arid. Winters
(May to October) are the dry season; days
are hot and sunny, and nights are cool or
even cold. Summers (November to April)
can be rainy and temperatures are hot.

ROBBEN ISLAND AND GROOT
CONSTANTIA WINE ESTATE

Robben Island is a place that needs no
introduction with regards to its signifi-
cance in South Africa’s and indeed the
world’s history. We'll have a guided tour
of the island and its cells. We'll return
to Cape Town for lunch on the water-
front. Afterwards, we'll visit the Groot
Constantia estate, considered the ol-
dest vineyard in South Africa. For the
past 300 years, agricultural activities at
Groot Constantia have focused on wine
making, and the Constantia wines have
become renowned throughout Europe.
We'll visit the cellar followed by a tas-
ting*.

Core programme

SIEM REAP
« The Beng Mealea Temple

Isolated from the touristy spots, it is one of
the few temples to have remained intact
since it was first discovered. Built between
M2 and 1152, it is said to have served as
an inspiration for the construction of the
Angkor Wat temple complex.

» The Jewels of Angkor

WEe'll leave for an early visit of Ta Prohm,
an 1186 Cambodian temple dedicated to
the family of Jayavarman VII. We'll then
explore Angkor Thom, a vast architec-
tural complex which can be accessed
through five gates. At its centre is the mo-
numental temple of Bayon—famous for
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its towers and 172 faces of Avalokitesvara.
Stroll through the grounds of the former
Royal Palace. Discover the Terrace of the
Elephants and the Terrace of the Leper
King. After lunch in town, we'll visit the
Senteurs d’Angkor: a diverse collection
of silk and carvings, as well as a superb
range of traditional beauty products and
spices, all made locally. We'll also visit the
silk weaving workshops and discover the
traditional weaving techniques that are
still being used today.

» Angkor Wat temple complex
The epitome of Khmer architectural art,
Angkor Wat is the largest religious mo-
nument in the world and an architectural
masterpiece.

KAMPONG CHHNANG

Kampong Chhnang is one of the largest
fishing ports. The region is best known for

its particularly archaic pottery that can be
found throughout the country. We'll taste
some of the local products.

KAMPONG TRALACH,
KOH CHEN AND TUK-TUK
TOUR IN PHNOM PENH

We will set out to visit the beautiful Vihara
at the Wat Kampong Tralach Leu pagoda.
To access the pagoda we need to cross
the village of Kampong Tralach in ox carts.
The Vihara was built at the beginning of
the last century and still has its splendid
murals. Totally hidden among the rice
fields, it's a little-visited, modest pagoda
whose complete isolation makes the site
even more fascinating. After our excur-
sion, we'll return on board and cast off as
you sit down to lunch. Once we arrive in
Koh Chen, you can explore this small vil-
lage where craftspeople specialize in silver



and copper work and where ornaments
used in traditional ceremonies at the
pagoda or for marriages are fashioned.
After returning on board, we'll spend the
afternoon cruising towards Phnom Penh,
arriving in the early evening. Enjoy a brief
tour of the area by “tuk-tuk’'the easiest
way to get around the city. We'll return to
the ship and enjoy a performance of clas-
sical Khmer dancing and music.

PHNOM PENH

Founded in 1434, Phnom Penh still retains
a good deal of its charm from the French
colonial period. We'll enjoy a tour of the fa-
bulous Royal Palace. We will then visit the
Silver Pagoda, which is inlaid with more
than 5,000 silver tiles and contains hidden
treasures. Onward to visit the National Mu-
seum, which houses the Museum of Fine
Arts, built in 1917 by the French but using
the traditional Khmer style. . After lunch in
town, you can pay a visit to the Tuol Svay
Prey School, a former detention, torture,
and execution centre run by the Khmer
Rouge during the civil war. Afterwards, en-
joy some free time at the market.

CHAUDOC

Located on the border between Cambodia
and Vietnam, Chau Doc became part of Viet-
nam 300 years ago. The town sits among a
giant patchwork of rice fields along the Me-
kong River. The now-prosperous area has
developed around fish and fish farming. The
town is a busy, lively place with few tourists
and several charming colonial buildings. The
market is the nerve centre of Chau Doc. We'll
pay a visit to the Ba Chua Xu Temple and the
Tay An Pagoda.

SA DEC

We'll discover the local market and visit the
former house of Huynh Thuy Le, the man

who Marguerite Duras based her book
The Lover on. In colonial times, Sa Dec
was known as the “Garden of Cochinchi-
na” because of its famous floral gardens.
We'll have lunch on board and cruise to
Vinh Long, located in the middle of the
delta. Hundreds of small boats abound
between houses built on stilts. We'll set
out in smaller boats and travel through ca-
nals and orchards before arriving in Cai Be.
We'll discover a brick and pottery factory
as well as a traditional factory producing
puffed rice, rice-paper wrappers and rice
alcohol.

MY THO

We visit the islands close to My Tho. They
are famous for their vast orchards and
fruit gardens. The surrounding country-
side makes up one the most luxurious
cultivated areas in Vietnam. On one of the
largest islands, Thoi Son, wel'll visit a bee
farm and enjoy some honey tea and exo-
tic fruit. We'll then take a ride in small sam-
pans along the canal lined with mangrove
palms and have a glimpse of villagers
going about their daily life.

HO-CHI-MINH CITY
(SAIGON)

e Full day

Ho6-Chi-Minh City was heavily influenced
by French colonialism in the 19" century.
It is now the largest port in Vietnam. We'll
enjoy a tour of the city to see the Reuni-
fication Palace, Notre Dame Cathedral,
and the Saigon Central Post Office, and
visit the Museum of Vietnamese History.
Lunch will be served on board. In the af-
ternoon, we'll leave by coach for the Cu
Chi tunnels, an immense network of un-
derground tunnels that were the location
of several military campaigns during the
Vietnam War.

FORMALITIES

Passengers should contact their Embas-
sy or Consulate to ensure any essential
paperwork is obtained before travelling.

During your extended stay in Northern
Vietnam, from December to late March,
the weather can go from chilly to cold,
especially in Hanoi and Halong Bay. We
recommend bringing a sweater, a fleece
jacket and a windbreaker.

Core programme

ASWAN: DAM & PHILAE
TEMPLE COMPLEX

Discover the Aswan Dam, one of the lar-
gest dams in the world which tames the
Nile River and provides electricity to the
country. We'llthen visit the Philae Temple
Complex: after the dam was finished in
1902, the temple complex was partially
submerged, so in 1960, UNESCO started
a project to save the buildings. In the
long run, every building was dismantled
into units and then transported to this
nearby island for reconstruction.

We'll leave in horse-drawn carriages to
visit the Temple of Horus. Built between
237 and 57 BC, this temple is one of the
best-preserved ancient monuments in
Egypt. It was excavated in the mid-19™
century after being buried under sand
and rubble for hundreds of years.

KOM OMBO TEMPLE

Wel'll visit the Temple of Kom Ombo, de-
dicated to the gods Sobek (the crocodile
god), Haroeris (‘Horus the Elder”), Tase-
netnofret (the Good Sister), and Panebtawy
(Lord of the Two Lands). By the late 1800s,
much of the temple had been either des-
troyed by earthquakes, the waters of the
Nile, or builders who took the stone for
other projects. It was cleaned and restored
by Jacques de Morgan in 1893. The temple
is unigue because its dual design shows
that there were courts, halls, sanctuaries,
and rooms duplicated for two sets of gods.

LUXOR: KARNAK TEMPLE

We'll visit the Karnak Temple Complex,
once one of the largest and most impor-
tant religious complexes in ancient Egypt.
The immense size of Karnak, as well as

its various details, makes it an invaluable
historical site and resource for understan-
ding the evolution of ancient Egypt.

LUXOR: MORTUARY TEMPLE OF
HATSHEPSUT &HARPER’S TOMB

First, we'll visit the Mortuary Temple of Hat-
shepsut, the only woman who reigned over
Egypt. We'll then visit “The Harper's Tomb,”
one of the most famous in the valley. Tomb
KV1lis the tomb of Pharaoh Ramesses Il one
of the last great monarchs in ancient Egypt.

LUXOR: VALLEY OF THE
KINGS & LUXOR TEMPLE

Join us for a visit to the Valley of the
Kings and four of its tombs, including the
longest and deepest of royal tombs built
for Seti I. It was also the first tomb to feature
decorations on every passageway and
chambers with highly refined bas-reliefs
and colorful paintings. We'll also stop for a
photo op at the Colossi of Memnon. In the
afternoon, we'll tour the Luxor Temple, a
strikingly graceful monument in the heart
of the modern town. Its main function was
during the annual Opet celebrations, when
the statues of Amun, Mut, and Khonsu were
reunited during the inundation of the river.



ABU SIMBEL TEMPLES

Wel'll leave for the Abu Simbel archaeo-
logical site in the morning. Discovering
these amazing rock temples is one of the
highlights of a trip to Egypt. Located about
140 miles (230 km and three hours driving
time) southwest of Aswan, the complex
is in the heart of the desert, at the border
with Sudan, and is the most impressive
imprint left by Ramesses Il. Through an
extraordinary effort, the complex was re-
located inits entirety in 1968 in order to es-
cape the waters during the creation of the
dam and Lake Nasser. The twin temples
were carved out of the original mountain-
side and serve as a lasting monument to
the pharaoh and his queen, Nefertari. We'll
return to the ship in the afternoon before
our ship begins to cruise once again.

The Egyptian authorities may decide unexpec-
tedly to change the opening hours of the road
to Abu Simbel.

FLIGHT OVER THE NILE VALLEY
INAHOT AIRBALLOON

Discover from the air this open-air mu-
seum!

The oldest tombstone of the
necropolis dates back to the reign of
Hor-Aha, the second pharaoh of the First
Dynasty of Egypt. We'll visit the Pyramid
of Teti, the first pharaoh of the Sixth dy-
nasty of Egypt whose sarcophagus still
lies in the pyramid. In the afternoon, we'll
discover the Great Pyramid of Giza, the ol-
dest of the Seven Wonders of the Ancient
World, and the only one to have remained
largely intact. Next to this magnificent
monument are the pyramids of Khafre
and Menkaure as well as the mysterious
Great Sphinx of Giza, a mythical creature
with the body of a lion and the head of a
human. Afterwards, we'll visit the Museum
of Cairo, home to an extensive collection
of ancient Egyptian antiquities.

KHUSHBAGH & MURSHIDABAD

We'll walk to Khushbagh, the Garden
of Happiness, packed with history and
beauty. We'll then visit Baranagar Village
to get a good feeling of rural life in the area
and explore a bit of authentic India off the
beaten path.

He shall therefore be
referred to the information contained in these brochures or on our website in respect of any details concerning the
voyage. Our brochures offer a selection of cruises and our offer is not limited to the cruises selected. Cruises or
provisions not included in the brochure shall be subject to the same terms and conditions.

VALIDITY: Brochure valid from 01/01/2023 to 31/12/2023.

PRICES: Our prices are indicated in pounds (£), they are given per
person and based on a double cabin. They are established on the
basis of the prevailing economic conditions applicable from
January 10" 2022 and are calculated at an all-in rate including a
series of service provisions described in the programmes and
reserved by the customer but exclude all service provisions that
the customer shall reserve and pay for on board and other costs
and any expenditure occasioned by a fortuitous event (strike, riot,
revolution, weather conditions, water levels, etc).
They depend on various factors involved in their calculation such as
the cost of transportation, cost of loading and unloading, port costs,
fuel costs, royalties and other taxes, and remain subject to revision.
Our prices include taxes, all expenses, fees and other additional
costs. Therefore, and pursuant to the statutory part of the Book Il of

For the cruises on the Volga, Mekong, Ganges, Nile and in
Southern Africa, the voyage cannot be guaranteed if full settlement
of the balance owing has not reached us 45 days prior to the date of
departure. Failure to pay the balance upon the dates thus defined
constitutes default, which is subject to a clause of immediate resolu-
tion of the contract. For bookings made less than 45 days prior to the
date of departure, the total sum shall be paid on booking.

For failure to meet deadlines above, the company CroisiEurope
reserves the right to take back seats if the customer has not paid the
amounts expected by the company within eight days after the for-
mal notice of payment sent by CroisiEurope.

particular those requested for minor children.

NB: Between publication of this brochure and the date of depar-
ture, certain modifications may occur. Indeed, the regulations of
the different countries change frequently without notice, they are
given in the brochure only as a guide, it is the client’s responsibility
to find out what formalities are required at the time of travel.
CroisiEurope cannot be declared responsible for the failure to
observe the formalities on which it advises upon reservation of
dossiers at the latest and for fines resulting from the failure to
observe the customs or health regulations of the countries visited.

CHILDREN / MINORS: Reservations from minors shall not be
accepted by the travel agency but must be made by the parents
or other adults of more than 18 years of age with the necessary
authorizations. Minors of under 18 years of age are not permitted
to travel on board unaccompanied. They must be accompanied by
parents or adults of more than 18 years of age. No alcoholic beve-
rages shall be served to minors on board. Proof of the customer’s
age may be requested by the ship's personnel.

MEDICAL CONDITIONS: All passengers shall ensure that they are
medically, physically and / or in a psychic way fit to undertake a trip
without endangering their life or the life of others. No medical ser-
vices are offered aboard our ships.

Any passenger with a physical or mental incapacity, limited capacity of
mobility, having an illness requiring treatment or medical care, or pre-
gnant women should inform the travel agent at the time of booking.
No reservations can be accepted for passengers whose physical or
mental condition is likely to render their participation in the cruise or in
the vacation impossible or dangerous for themselves or others, or who
require forms of care or assistance impossible to guarantee aboard
ship, notably because of unsuitable infrastructure. Some suppliers
(hoteliers, airlines and cruise companies, etc) may require a medical
certificate confirming that the passenger is fit to travel or they may
refuse to accept the booking if they feel that they will be unable to
guarantee any assistance or treatment deemed necessary for the
health and well-being of the passenger. Participation in the voyage and
in excursions is subject to the condition of the passenger having suffi-
cient mobility. If necessary, the disabled may be accompanied at their
own expense to obtain the required assistance.

If CroisiEurope considers it strictly necessary for the safety and
comfort of the passenger, bookings of persons with disabilities or
reduced mobility will be subject to the condition that a companion
able to assist the disabled or mobility-impaired passenger be pre-
sent. This requirement is entirely dependent on CroisiEurope’s
assessment of the safety related needs of the disabled or mobi-
lity-impaired passenger and may vary from one route to another
and/or from one boat to another.

If the disabled or reduced mobility person requests and requires
special assistance (care, supervision), they must be accompanied
by a companion who can provide the required assistance at their
own expense.

All personal accidents, diversions or forced stopover costs disrup-
ting the course of the cruise shall be at the liability of the passenger
having concealed his unfitness to travel.

CroisiEurope recommends the wearing of footwear suitable for life
aboard and for excursions with non-slip soles.

Some vaccinations, although not mandatory, may be recom-
mended by health authorities.

DENIED BOARDING AND PREMATURE DISEMBARKATION:
Boarding may be denied to all passengers and a passenger’s cruise
may be curtailed (at the risk and cost of the passenger put ashore)
when, in the opinion of the ship's captain or the senior officer on
board, such passenger is not fit to travel, for administrative or other
legitimate reasons, or disrupts or endangers other passengers.
Such a passenger may be put ashore in any port of call whatsoever
without the ship owner’s liability being invoked. The river cruise
operator may not be required to reimburse the days of the cruise
not made by the passenger put ashore or to cover any costs occa-
sioned by being thus put ashore.

COMPLIANCE WITH THE TIMING OF STOPOVERS: On stopovers,
the latest time for returning to the ship and departure of the ship
are mentioned aboard and stipulated by the senior officer on
board. It behoves passengers to abide by such times. The com-
pany declines all liability in the event of failure to board at the
appointed time. No refund or compensation shall be payable to the
passenger.

EXCURSIONS: The excursions presented in the brochure are optio-
nal (unless otherwise stated).

The itineraries of the excursions defined in the programmes are given
as a rough guide and may be subject to variations owing to external
circumstances (eg. meteorological conditions, strikes, transports
delays, closure of sites by the local authorities, etc) or owing to local
service providers. In actual fact, some of the places visited are subject
to high levels of security (the Kremlin for example). The authorities in
any country may therefore close any place in an untimely manner
and prohibit all visits. We cannot be held responsible for the unexpec-
ted closure of any intended site and we will always do our best to
arrange an alternative visit in such instances. In the event of cancella-
tion of an excursion, CroisiEurope undertakes to do its utmost to offer
replacement tours. In the event of definitive cancellation, the excursion
shall be refunded. No complementary compensation may be claimed
in such circumstances.

Unless otherwise stated in the programme, prices for optional
excursions, excluding packages, are given for information purposes
only, and are guaranteed with a minimum of 25 people per excur-
sion. If the minimum number of 25 persons is not reached, a rate
adjustment may be applied on board the boat during the excur-
sion. In the event that an excursion or all excursions are cancelled,
where such excursions are optional and can only go ahead with a
minimum number of participants as indicated above, this shall not
result in the customer cancelling the cruise.

Excursions scheduled for the same evening or the next morning
on which the boat is boarded are only guaranteed for customers
who have subscribed to the package excursions.

For the cruises on the Volga, Mekong, Ganges, Nile and in Southern
Africa, the excursions booked on site, or mentioned in our programs
are organized by local companies that are independent of CroisiEurope.
Even if they are proposed by our local representatives as an extra
service to passengers, they are bought freely on the spot and do
not form a component part of the holiday booked through
CroisikEurope from France. All descriptions and tariffs shown are for
guidance purposes only.

Any dispute, accident or incident in their conduct must be solved
on the spot with the body concerned and do not in any way
engage the responsibility of CroisiEurope or the travel agency from
which the trip was booked.

PERSONAL ITEMS / LUGGAGE: Animals, hazardous objects and
products, such as illegal substances, firearms, blunt objects and
knives, explosives, oxygen, compressed air or inflammable pro-
ducts, etc. are strictly prohibited on board. The ship owner reserves
the right to deny boarding to passengers in possession of such
items. Passengers shall be answerable for all damage suffered by
the ship owner owing to the failure to abide by the aforementioned
obligations.

Loss of objects or material damage thereto shall be declared on
board in writing to the Purser's Office during the cruises and the
head attendant or as part of a circuit or a stay. Such declaration
shall be forwarded to us by the passenger within three days of
disembarkation.

Except in cases of fault on its part, CroisiEurope may not be held
responsible for the loss, theft, pilferage of and/or damage to the
passenger’s property. Our crew is at the disposal of passengers for
the handling of their luggage and its liability may not be invoked.
The limit on liability is £450 per passenger, it only applies to trips
aboard boats of the fleet CroisiEurope. For journeys and cruises on
the Volga, Mekong and in Southern Africa, the responsibility lies with
the owners and local providers. During the whole duration of the trip,
luggage, as well as the watching of the belongings is the responsibi-
lity of the passengers. CroisiEurope underline to the travelers the
fact that it cannot in any way be held responsible for items left and
does not support their research or their repatriation. Therefore the
forgetting of luggage owing to the customer’s oversight shall result
in the charging of any additional costs incurred in recovering it. We
advise our passengers to take out luggage insurance.

In the event of loss, late delivery or damage to luggage in the
context of air transfers, it is the passenger’s responsibility to fill in
the luggage complaint form at the airport with the airline company.
The original shall be required by the latter for processing all claims.

VALUABLE ITEMS: The ship owner shall not be answerable for the
loss of or damage to valuable items, money, financial documents,
jewellery, and personal property. We request you not to leave
valuable items unattended. Furthermore, we advise you not to
leave in the luggage you entrust to carriers any valuable items,
keys or identity papers, or medicinal products essential to your
health. We cannot be held responsible in the event of damage to
and loss or theft of personal effects.

COMPLAINTS: Any assessment of a subjective nature will be consi-
dered with interest but may not be recoverable. If there were pro-
blems during the trip, it is strongly recommended to inform immedia-
tely your attendant or purser to find a solution in due case. In case of
non-delivery or non-use of a local performance in accordance with
client'’s decision, no refund can be made. All complaints must be
forwarded to CroisiEurope within 10 days of disembarkation by any
means allowing for receipt confirmation to the seller, in accordance
with the Tourism Code, and shall be taken into consideration to the
extent that such complaint has been observed. The customer shall
attach to his letter the assessment form submitted to him with his
travel documentation, and shall also attach all proofs in support of his
complaint. CroisiEurope informs you that the response time varies
from 1to 3 months following the period of survey among services,
hotels or service providers necessary for any claim.
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After contacting quality customer service and in the absence of a
satisfactory response within maximum 90 days, the customer can
complain to the ombudsman of Tourism and Travel, whose details
and conditions of entry are available on this website: www.mtvtra-
vel. In addition, it will also be possible to make a complaint via the
online dispute resolution platform provided for in (EU) Regulation
No. 524/2013 of the European Parliament and of the Council, in
accordance with article R 211-6 of the Tourism Code.

In the event of litigation between traders or commercial compa-
nies, the courts of Strasbourg alone shall be competent.

PURCHASES: All purchases made in situ are the sole responsibility of
customers (for example: counterfeit and other articles ..).

CANCELLATION OF CRUISES BY CROISIEUROPE (article L 211-14
11l of the Tourism Code: CroisiEurope reserves the right to cancel
cruises for circumstances of force majeure, recurrent climatic or
natural events (high tides and low tides, cyclones, etc.) or which may
render it impossible to enjoy certain service provisions for reasons
relating to passenger safety, and this at any time prior to departure,
with no other obligation than to reimburse sums paid. In such a case,
the customer may not claim any complementary indemnity.
CroisiEurope shall, insofar as this is possible, offer the passenger a
replacement cruise of equivalent value. The passenger shall be
entitled, as he chooses, to take advantage of such replacement
cruise or else receive a refund under the terms set out in these
conditions. Should the passenger accept the replacement cruise, no
reimbursement or payment of compensation shall take place.
CroisiEurope reserves the right to cancel one or other cruise in the
event of insufficient bookings; the customer may not claim any
indemnity in this specific case.
Cancellations due to insufficient participants must be notified by
CroisiEurope to the traveller no later than:
- 20 days before the beginning of the journey or the stay in the
event of journeys lasting more than six days,
- 7 days before the start of the journey or stay in the event of jour-
neys lasting from two to six days,
- 48 hours before the beginning of the journey or the stay in the
event of journeys not lasting more than two days.
The minimum number of participants is set at: 80 persons at least
for the CroisiEurope cruises on ships having a capacity between 120
and 200 persons; a minimum of 50 persons for ships having a
capacity between 70 and 120 persons; a minimum of 15 persons for
the barge cruise on the French canals; 180 persons for the 4-anchor
ships on the Volga River cruises; 150 persons for the 3-anchor ships
on the Volga River cruises; 40 persons for the Mekong River cruises
on board the RV INDOCHINE, 52 persons on board the RV
INDOCHINE I, 38 persons on board the LAN DIEP, 24 persons on
board the TOUM TIOU |, 18 persons on board the TOUM TIOU II; 12
persons for the Southern Africa cruises; and 48 persons for the
Ganges, 90 persons for Nile river cruises and 25 persons for the
pre- or post-programme extensions linked to a CroisiEurope cruise.

CHANGES TO PROGRAMMES, ITINERARIES AND TIMETABLES: In
the event of strike, bad weather conditions endangering the opera-
tion of the vessel safely or extraordinary circumstances, as explained
in the Recitals above EC Regulation or for any other legitimate reason,
CroisiEurope may at all times and without notice, advance or delay a
departure or a stopover or, if need be, change ports of call, and may
not be held responsible to passengers in the event of cancellation,
earlier or later departure or arrival, modification or substitution.
CroisiEurope may not be held responsible for any failure to abide
by the arrival and departure times given in this brochure, and this
regardless of the port of call.

As part of the programming of the cruises on the Volga, Mekong,
Ganges, Nile and in Southern Africa, we reserve the right to the
ships captains, cruise directors, leaders and representatives of
these premises to modify the itineraries and order of excursions in
our programs at any given moment if circumstances demand it.
Generally speaking, and this is the universal principal, the ship’s
captain's primary mission is the safety of passengers on board.
Regardless of the ship or the destination, he is the sole master on
board and may decide at any time to divert the ship or cancel a
port of call. The ship’s captain may cancel the cruise or modify the
itinerary of the cruise if he judges it appropriate to the interests of
passengers and the safety of the vessel. Should the cruise be inter-
rupted for reasons of force majeure, the customer shall be refun-
ded for the days of the cruise not effected but may not claim any
complementary indemnity.

Should such modifications or cancellations of the voyage occur,
Articles R 211-9 to R 21110 of the Tourism Code shall apply.

Possible unforeseen circumstances (civil or religious festivals, spor-
ting events, political demonstrations, strikes, breakdowns, traffic jams,
changes by government authorities, or other legitimate reason) may
bring about modifications to visits or excursions for which
CroisiEurope cannot be held responsible and which shall not permit
the customer to request compensation.

Some destinations are subject to particular meteorological and cli-
matic conditions. Some ports of call may be reversed, curtailed or
cancelled, particularly for the reasons stated above, without giving
rise to indemnification. In the event of cancellation, excursions
purchased on board shall be reimbursed. No other compensation
shall be payable. A particular port of call cannot be taken to be the
objective of a programme, which is intended to explore a region in
a general way and discover the pleasures of sailing.
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CHANGE IN CABIN CATEGORY OR NUMBER BY THE SHIPOWNER:
For technical or operational reasons, river and maritime companies
or ship-owners may allot the passenger a cabin other than the one
set or chosen upon the reservation. In that event the new allotted
cabin should be at least in the same category. Such change shall not
be considered a valid cancellation reason for the client, nor a signifi-
cant change in the contract and shall entitle to no compensation.

TRANSPORTATION

a) Changes / cancellations: Significant increases in rail and air
traffic, events beyond our control (strikes, technical incidents,
weather, pandemic, etc.) and safety imperatives make it sometimes
impossible for airline and railway companies to adhere to their
schedules. Delays—both on departure and return— are possible
and are beyond the responsibility of the transporter, tour operator
and travel agency. No other compensation, beyond what is stric-
tly called for by applicable laws will be awarded, regardless of any
professional or personal consequences incurred. It is therefore
recommended to make allowances for reasonable delays, particu-
larly for the return journey, in the event of important engagements
or onward travel connections.

Changes to times and dates, made by railway and airline companies,
may take place both on departure and return and may shorten or
extend the trip. CroisiEurope—acting as an intermediary between the
buyer and the railway or airline company—will do its best to find the
most convenient solution but may not be held responsible for any
possible consequences of these delays or modifications. There shall
be no compensation on the price of the cruise.

Moreover, we are not liable for air or rail transfers that are not
bought through the CroisiEurope tour operator. We recommend
that our clients make their own pre- or post-travel arrangements
and purchase flexible or refundable tickets. Cruises cannot be
canceled if the reason is due to the client and connected to air or
rail traffic. Most airlines have made online check-in mandatory on
their websites the day before the flight (outward and return).
Passengers are liable for making the confirmation themselves wit-
hin the given deadline. Furthermore, CroisiEurope strongly recom-
mends that passengers carry out these check-ins, even on compa-
nies for which this is not mandatory.

Tickets issued within our programs or reserved directly by the
client that are not used—whether on departure or return—may not
be reimbursed, even if the trip is canceled or postponed. Giving up
your seat in order to take a different plane or train does not consti-
tute a valid reason for reimbursement of a non-used ticket, nor can
it be used toward a new ticket.

No claim for air travel leading to additional expenses (taxi, parking,
hotels, reservation modifications, non-changeable tickets, etc.) shall
result in any compensation being payable on site or upon return,
including arrivals in a train station or airport that is different from
that of departure (for example: Paris Orly, Paris Roissy).

b) Pre- and post-transfers

To organize pre- and post-transfer tours “from your home city to
your meeting point or to the departure or arrival airport” by bus, we
wish to draw your attention to the fact that that these bus transfers
will only take place for a minimum of 20 people.

In some cases, wait times may occur during transfers to take into
account possible traffic or organizational needs.

Applicable rates for air or railway travel to Paris or other cities from
the city of residence apply only according to the conditions men-
tioned in our brochures and/or estimates (within the limit of availa-
bility in the designated reservation class).

All expenses or repurchased tickets due to airline or railway delays
during pre- andfor posttransfers caused by events outside of
CroisiEuropes liability are the sole responsibility of the client.

c) Identity of transport companies: In accordance with articles
R21115 of the Tourism Code regarding the obligation to inform
passengers of the identity of airline companies, the client is informed
of the identity of three de facto or contractual transport companies
that are likely to provide the transport services. The seller shall inform
the client of the effective airline company that will carry out the
flight(s). This information shall be provided at the latest eight days
before the date scheduled in the transport contract or when the
contract is signed if signature takes place less than eight days prior
to the travel date. If the identity of the transport company is changed,
the client shall be informed at the latest upon check in.

d) Ticket: Travel tickets issued by airlines and railway companies, or
their countermarks, are the only contract between them and the
client. The client is responsible for his/her travel ticket and hence must
assume the consequences of its loss, theft or destruction without
CroisiEurope being held responsible.

e) Baggage: Baggage limits are generally 23kg per person on
regular flights and 18 kg per person on charter flights. Excess bag-
gage charges are to be paid directly to the company during check-
in. To transport bulky items (wheelchairs, breathing apparatus,
strollers etc), you must inform us when registering. Additional
charges may apply according to the airline company. Some airline
companies charge for assistance at airports and on-board services.
If baggage is not delivered or is damaged by the airline, the client
must immediately inform the competent authority in the arrival
airport and complete a loss or damage report. Then, in order to be
eligible for compensation, the passenger must send this report to
the airline company within a maximum of seven days, with all ori-
ginal documents requested. You are strongly advised to keep a
copy of all the originals sent. The airline company will not deal with
the request if this process is not respected and the original docu-



ments are not presented. CroisiEurope—acting as an intermediary
between the buyer and the airline company—will do its best to find
the most suitable solution but may not be held liable for any pos-
sible consequences of lost or damaged baggage. No compensa-
tion shall be provided by CroisiEurope.

f) Flights only: the client may purchase travel tickets from
Croisiturope for flights only, meaning without cruise or tour ser-
vices. In compliance with article L 2117 a) of the French Tourism
Code, this stand-alone service is excluded from the regime for sel-
ling trips and tours. In compliance with article L 211117 of the same
code, the travel agent shall only accept liability if it has personally
admitted any fault. CroisiEurope shall not be liable for any failure to
provide transport services, regardless of the reason (cancellation,
delay, technical failure, modification of programs, etc). Liability
remains solely with the airline company. The conditions of use for
transport tickets are available on the CroisiEurope website. For
general and specific cancellation conditions, refer to the specific
conditions of the airline company providing the transport ser-
vices. They can be found either on their website or on request
with our services. All claims must be lodged directly with the trans-
port company named on the ticket. CroisiEurope shall apply prices set
by airline companies on the date of the sale.

@) Responsibility of carriers: The consequences of accidents / inci-
dents which may occur during airline transport are governed by the
provisions of the Warsaw and Montreal Conventions or local regula-
tions governing domestic transport in the country concerned.

h) Refund of air taxes: In case of non-use the plane ticket for
whatever reason, taxes airport fees are refundable to travelers on
their request within 30 days and free of charge for any request
online. For any reimbursement request outside line, CroisitEurope
will charge 20% maximum amount refunded.

RESPONSIBILITY OF PASSENGERS: Each passenger (or, if the
passenger is a minor, his parents or guardians) is responsible and
undertakes to compensate the company for any damage to furni-
ture, equipment or other items owned by the boat, for damage in
hotels or on airplanes used by the passenger as part of his trip.
Each passenger (or, if the passenger is a minor, his parents or guar-
dians) is responsible and undertakes to compensate the company for
all fines or contraventions imposed upon the company owing to an
act, omission or violation of a law, whether it be a voluntary act or not
on the part of the passenger.

Passports must be in order for the countries through which the
ship passes. It is the responsibility of the passenger to ensure the
validity and conformity of his passport.

RESPONSIBILITY OF CROISIEUROPE: As an organizer of cruises,
shipowner and charterer, CroisiEurope’s obligations are defined by
the combined provisions of the Tourism Code, those specifically
applicable to the navigation of the boat assigned to the cruise and,
in the absence of such a law, those of the law of June 15,1895 on the
reports of private law in navigation interior. Articles L. 21116 et seq. Of
the Tourism Code regulate the responsibility of the organizer, and
the terms exemption from it. CroisiEurope’s responsibility can only
be engaged because of the crew or of the boat. Any anomalies must
be reported to the purser. CroisiEurope cannot be held responsible
for any damage suffered by passengers ashore, when the latter are
not under his authority or supervision. CroisiEurope therefore does
not bear any responsibility in the event any accident or damage of
which the passenger may to be a victim. It will be up to the latter to
take responsibility of the local operator, with no possibility of
recourse against CroisiEurope. In the same way, all additional ser-
vices (transport, accommodation, transfers, etc.) reserved in addition
to the cruising is not his responsibility. The limitation of CroisiEurope’s
liability for personal injury is 2000000 SDR (SDR: Special Drawing
Rights: currency international) sure the boats of the fleet CroisiEurope,
in accordance with the rules of the Strasbourg Convention (CLNI
2012) on the limitation of liability of boat owners.

OBLIGATION TO PROVIDE ASSISTANCE: In its capacity as organi-
ser, CroisiEurope will provide as soon as possible in the circums-
tances of the case, appropriate assistance to the traveller in difficul-
ty in accordance with articles L 21111711 and R 211-11 of the Tourism
Code. The nature of this assistance is specified by article R 211-11 of
the Tourism Code reproduced above.

CROISIEUROPE INSURANCE: Regarding the civil liability of
CroisiEurope in respect of passengers and third parties,
CroisiEurope is insured for bodily and material accidents by a

“Protection and Indemnity Club (P& guarantee. Regarding the
professional civil liability of the cruise organiser, the latter is insured
pursuant to the provisions of the Tourism Code. The contract
covers underwritten by Allianz within the guaranteed type of
damage, per claim and per insurance year the injury to the tune of
20000000¢€, property damage and consequential damage to
the tune of 10000000€ professional liability up to 15000000 €
(for all injury, damage and consequential).

Professional civil liability insurance: insurance policy no. 56004456
Financial cover provided by APST. - 15, Avenue Carnot - 75017
Paris - France.

OPTIONAL INSURANCES AND ASSISTANCE GUARANTEE -
REPATRIATION : Clients have the option of taking out an insu-
rance policy covering the consequences of certain cases of cancel-
lation, damage to luggage, personal liability abroad and interrup-
tion of stay, by means of the registration form or the sales contract.
The general conditions of these insurance contracts are available
on request from the insurer. These contracts contain limits of cover,
exclusions, excesses and obligations in the event of a claim. Clients
are therefore advised to read them carefully. In any event, only the
insurance company concerned shall be liable to the Client in res-
pect of the performance of the said contracts; the Client shall then
have a direct legal relationship with the company. Apart from these
optional insurances, a medical repatriation / personal assistance
insurance is included free of charge in all our cruises and trips.

GENERAL INFORMATION: All the information published in our
brochures concerning timetables, itineraries and hotel and ship
facilities were correct at the time the brochure was published and
may be subject to modifications. In such cases, customers will be
advised of any such amendments at the booking stage. Maps,
photographs and illustrations are provided purely for guidance
purposes and are not contractual.

PROTECTION OF PERSONAL DATA: In accordance the provisions
relating to the protection of personal data (‘RGDP"), the information
provided to CroisiEurope by its co-contracting party have the purpose
of allowing the processing of their order and execution of the various
related services. For these purposes, your personal data may thus be
transferred to our partners established in third States. We only do call
for partners guaranteeing a level of protection in accordance with the
principles enshrined in the GDPR. With your consent, and with the
exception of sensitive data that we collect for passenger safety and
that we do not in any case pass on to third parties, this data may also
be used to address you promotional or commercial offers for a period
of three years (by email or post). For these purposes, this information
may be stored, processed and transferred by CroisiEurope to internal
services of the company and to third parties (such as transport com-
panies, insurance, banks, customs authorities, receptive providers,
subcontractor, technical subcontractors), including outside the Union
European as well as in countries without a level of protection equiva-
lent to that of the European Union. These third parties will not be able
to access this personal data only for the needs related to their service,
or on instruction from CroisiEurope internal services for needs related
to aforementioned purposes in strict compliance with the applicable
legislation in data security. The customer’s opposition to the collection
and processing of his data, including understood through a transfer to
third parties of their data personal information necessary for the sale
or execution of a package and services that depend on it, would make
it impossible to execute any or part of the sales contract by
CroisiEurope. Each client has a strictly personal right of access, rectifi-
cation and opposition for legitimate reasons to the information on
concerning that he may exercise with CroisiEurope - Service Customer
Relations, 12 rue de la Division Leclerc in 67000 STRASBOURG, by
attaching a copy of proof of identity to their written request.
