When the dam was built in the 1950s, tens of
thousands of these tribespeople were forced
to move elsewhere.

The dam was built over the rock where they
believed Nyaminyami lived and anyone who
came near this rock would be subject to his
wrath. When several tragic events touched to
construction of the dam, many locals attributed
them to offenses against him.

Although many people still evoke his presence
as a spirit, he is nowadays considered a protector
of the lake and its inhabitants.
